Is one organised and run by the Area/Region - Approved by the ATO and 
optionally – may also be attended by at least one of the following: the 
President, the Vice President, a Deputy Vice President or a member of the 
NTC, 6th Dan or above.

5th Dan Veteran Contest 
Non Contest Kyu grades
